HATHINAL OCCUPATIONAL STANDARDS

Overview

This standard is about preparing surfaces for mastic asphalt. It includes carrying out remedial
work on new and refurbishment contracts. This can involve checking the surface for any defects
where the mastic asphalt is to be applied and priming the surface in preparation for the
application of mastic asphalt.

This standard will also involve interpreting information, adopting safe, healthy, and
environmentally responsible work practices, selecting, and using materials, components, tools
and equipment, minimising damage, and working within the allocated time, in accordance with
organisational requirements which are equal to or exceed current statutory and legislative
requirements.

This standard is for people working in the occupational area of mastic asphalt and can be used
by operatives, supervisors, and managers.
